THE GOSPEL




The gospel is literally the good news that something
has happened in history that changed the world
forever. 1 Corinthians 15 tells us: “Christ (Jesus)
died for our sins according to the scriptures, he
was buried, and he was raised on the third day
according to the scriptures, and he appeared to
Cephas, and then to the twelve.." The gospel is
that the perfect Creator rescued broken, human
creatures by laying down his life.

It makes us new
creations with God's spirit inside us. It makes us
members of God's family, citizens of Jesus’
kingdom. It gives the promise of resurrection,
beyond death, into a new heavens and new earth
where we will love and be loved by God forever.
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
